AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE TREASURER OF THE CITY OF STRUTHERS TO OPEN A NEW BANK ACCOUNT WITH HUNTINGTON BANK FOR THE PURPOSE OF COLLECTING RECEIPTS FOR MEDICAL TRANSPORT SERVICES AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Council of the City of Struthers, Ohio, ¾’s of all members elected thereto concurring:

SECTION 1: That the City of Struthers Treasurer be the sole custodian of this account having full authorization to transact necessary business as needed including but not limited to depositing, withdrawing and transferring monies in order to conduct City business.

SECTION 2: That the any amounts generated from medical transport services within the City of Struthers Fire Department be directed to deposit all receipts into the newly created bank account including cash, debit card and credit card receipts.
SECTION 3: That the City of Struthers Auditor be granted read only access to this account.
SECTION 4: This ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the preservation of public peace, health and safety of the inhabitants of the City of Struthers, Ohio.  Said emergency exists by reason of the fact that the new bank account is needed, and, as such, this ordinance shall take effect upon its passage and approval by the Mayor.
